They have a capacity to
involve perfomer and listener alike in a shared, heart-
felt experience. Profound joy or deep sonow, spirituals
have the uncanny knack of moving us.

On the very first occasion that I perfomed with the
St. Jacob's Chamber Choir, in 1983, the spidtual Air' l
got t ime to.,/ ie was included in the programme. Since
that t ime. spirituals have been a part of the choir's
repeftoire. The songs have a liberating effect on both
the singers of the choir and the audience.

When we first worked with the soprano saxophon-
ist Anders Paulsson, several yetrs ago, something spe-
cial happened. We were all deeply touched by his play-
ing. The mm has the blues. Indeed, this record is the
product of the rapport between Anders Paulsson and
the choir while perfoming together over the yetrs.

It was Anders Paulsson who introduced us to the
suite of compositions entit led Feet of Jesus, Iudith
Cloud's settings of some awesomely powerful poems
by the  Amer ican 'b lues  poet  o f  the  Har lem Re-
naissance, Langston Hughes. Feet of Jesus was com-
posed for Anders Paulsson in 1989. Anders Paulsson
has also conributed a wealth of original compositions
and anangemenr\ lbr lhi\ recording.

We have been inspired by the vocal skil ls and
understanding of the idiom shued by American singers
Marymal Holmes and John Will iams. Pianist Steve
Dobrogosz has injected fantasy and energy into our
efforts at improvisation and Andrew Canning has
accompanied us tastefully and imaginatively on St.
Jacob's magnificent organ.

Anders Paulsson studied at the Royal College of
Music in Stockholm md then with Jean-Made Londeix
in France. In 1982 he won the Gold and Silver Medals
at the Concours fin d'ann6e in Bordeaux and was also
awarded an ITT intemational scholarship for graduate
studies in jazz improvisation and composition at the
Manhattan School of Music in New York. He made his
Carnegie Hall d6but in l99l with the premidre of a
work written for him by David Conte. Anders Paulsson
has since developed a unique career as a soloist on the
sopmno saxophone. His playing has prompted many
contemporary composers to wdte for him, among them
David Chaitkin, Bji im J:son Lindh, Judith Cloud and
Jonathan Sheffer. In 1994 he was awuded the 'Golden

Clapperboard'for the best original f i lm music of 1994.
Anders Paulsson is equally at home in a wide range of
musical styles and perfbrms with leading jazz musi-
cians in Europe and North America as well as with
symphony orchestras and other'classically' trained
musicians. This is his first appeaance on the BIS label.

Marymal Holmes grew up in Virginia and studied at
the Nofth Carolina School of the Afis and the Catholic
University of America. She is a doctor of musical ans.
She has also studied voice at the Accademia Musicale
Chigiana in Siena. Marymal Holmes has appeared
widely as a soloist in both North and South America.
She combines her vocal career with a post as Associate
Professor at Bowie State University in Maryland.

John Will iams graduated from the North Carolina
School of the Afis, winning the Charleston Symphony
Orchestra's Young Artist Award while still a student.
He continued his vocal studies at the Accademia Musi-
cale Chigiana in Siena. Mr Williams is best known for
his oratorio perfomances, particulaly in the Bach can-
tatas and in Handel's Messiqh and he regularly appeus
as a soloist in Brahms's German Requiem and in Lud-
wig van Beethoven's Ninth Symphony,.



St€ve Dobrogosz grew up in Raleigh, North Carolina,
but has lived in Sweden since 1978. Though he studied
music briefly at Boston's Berklee College of Music and
ar rhe Royal College of Music in Stockholm, he is
la rge l l  se l f - taught .  S teve  Dobrogosz  i \  an  imponan l
figure in Scandinavian music, both as a pianist and as a
composer. He performs regulaly with many other lead-
ing musicians in the lield of improvised music and is a
prclific composer in a runge of idioms.

Andrew Canning studied at the Royal Academy of
Music and at London University where he was taught
the organ by David Sanger and Christopher Bowers-
Broadbent. ln 1984 he won the West of England Organ
Festival Competition. He was assistant to Simon Pres-
ton at Westminster Abbey for two years and then
organist of St. Marylebone Parish Church. In 1990 he
was awrded the prestigious Silver Medal of the Wor-
shipful Company of Musicians. He has since been in
wide demand as a recitalist and lecturer He has lived
in Srveden since 1991 and is assistant organist at Upp-
sala Cathedral with responsibility for its famous boys,
choiL

St. Jacob's Chamber Choir was founded in 1980 and
comprises approximately 36 singers. Gary Graden has
been the choir's conductor since 1984. The choir per
foms regularly at seryices and conceils in St. Jacob's
Church. a centre for sacred music in Stockholm. The
choir's repertoire consists of works from a wide range
of national styles and periods. The choir performs
regularly with orchestra and has enjoyed collaboration
with such groups as the Stockholm Chamber Orchestra
(SNYKO), the Drottningholm Baroque Ensemble, the
Sundsvall Chamber Orchestra. the Estonian Philhar-
monic Chamber Orchestra. the Swedish Baroque En-
semble, the Ensemble Philidor (France) and the Vega
Brass Ensemble, and has perfomed under the direction
of Eric Ericson and Nicholas Cleobury. The choir has

commissioned and premidred many new works, includ-
ing compositions by Sven-David Sandstri im, Georg
Riede l ,  Bo  Hansson,  Gunno S i iders ten ,  Johan
Hammerth, Kjell Perder, Joakim Unander, Javi Busto,
Urmas Sisask, Edward Thompson, Anders Paulsson
and Romano Pezzati. St. Jacob's Chamber Choir has
son many o f  lhe  imponant  European compel i l ions  in .
cluding the European Grand Prize (Gorizia, 1992),
Tolosa (1991 and the 25th Anniversary competit ion,
1993), Arezzo (1989), Debrecen (1988), and EBU's Zer
the Peoples Sing (.1989).

Gary Graden is choral director at St. Jacob's Church
(Stockholm's Cathedral Parish). He is also on the fa-
culty of Stockholm's Musikgymnasium, a secondary
school specializing in choral singing, wherc he con-
duc ts  the  Stockho lm Mus ikgymnas ium Chamber
Choir Graden studied choral and orchestral conducting
under Eric Edcson and Kjell Ingebretsen at the Royal
Academy of Music, Stockholm, in the yers l9tt3-1i5.
He was born in the USA and studied there at Clark
University, the Hafit School of Music and the Aspen
Summer Music Festival. He is a member of the male
vocal quintet Lamentabile Consort, and is a former
soloist with the Edc Ericson Chamber Choir. He is in
demand as guest conductor, lecturer and adjudicator
throughout the world.
