




Stockhoh Gosskor - Inte riktigt som det liter 

Sedan gmndandet 1938 har Stockholms Gossktir givit tusentals av stadens unga 
shgarfhtdgor en p n d k g g d  musikalisk utbildning som i sin tur varit en firutsittning 
i skapandet av en av Sveriges mest frarngingsrika ungdornskijrer. 

Idag har kiiren ca 150 medlemrnar uppdelade i fyra olika k&er och p o j k k a  fortsitter 
&en att sjunga genom dbrot te t .  ksfdrdelningen sphner rnellan 8 upp till 30 hr, 
det iir inte ovanligt m pojkama stannar kvar i kijren och sjunger till de iir vuxna miin. 
Shgutbildningen, som tidvis 3r mycket Mvande har av &ga anvints som plaafwm 
i professionella, frarnghgsrika musik- och dngkarriiira. Ktirmfarenheten har musikaliskt 
dviil som socialt Bven haft stor betydelse oavsett vilken yrkesbana man valt senare i 
livet. Mhga har fortmtt sjunga och musicera genom att bli rnedlemtnar i en Sveriges 
sWrsta foWrelse, korsbgarfamiljen. Stockholms GosskW. iir en viktig plmtskola for 
itemaxten inom svenskt musikliv. 

Gossk6ren brukar n m a  f6rknippas rned klrtssisk kWmusik efter engdsk fGrebild, en 
firtindring som m6jliggjork genom att lgta man&l)ren bli en fast del av Wren. Tidigare 
hade m a n s k h  bara kompletterat gosskijren vid s p ~ i e l l a  tillftillen. Gcnom att k n a  
goss- &I rnansrtister samtidigt sorn gossaltm byttes ut mot konhatenorer gav Roland 
Nilsson (konstnklig Idare 1968-2008) Stockholms GosskW. en ny klangidenti tet, en 
ny timbre som tippnade v&gen for ny, spiinnande repertoar. 

KCiren ger hligen en ston antal konsener i Sverige, medverkar i TV och pl  Opaan i 
Stockholm. K6ren tumerar aven regelbundet. Den har besekt de flesta Ihderna i Europa 
och USA flera gilnger. 

Den CD-skiva du h$iler i handen iir liveinspclningar frAn jubileumshet 2200 i Gustaf Vasa 
Kyrka och i Stockholms Konserthus samt under en utlandsturnt till Italien i juni. 
Musihalet har medvetet gjorts firr att visa splinnvidden i repertoaren och innefattar 
tvb fantastiska uruppfiranden. Vi onskar dig en spiinnande musikupplevelse. 



The Stackholm Boys' Choir - Not really as it sounds 

The Stockholm Boys' Choir has, since i t  was founded in 1938, given thousands 
young singing talents a basic musical education, which in its turn has b x n  the 
foundation in creating one of Sweden's most successful youth choirs. 

Today, the choir has around I50 members divided into four different choirs and the boys 
continue singing through puberty. Their ages span from 8 to 30 and it is not unusual that 
the b y s  stay in the choir and sing until they are grown men. The singing education, which 
is at times very demanding, has by many been used as a platform for a successful 
professional music and singing career. The choir singing experience has k e n  of p t  
importance musically as well as socially regardless of what profession one has chosen later 
in life. Many have continued singing by becoming membrs of Sweden's greatest national 
movement, the choir singing family. The Stwkholm Boys' Choir is an imptant nursery 
for the regrowth within Swedish musical life. 

The Boys Choir is nowadays assmiated with classical choir music in an English tradition, 
a change which was made possible by dowing the men's choir to become a permanent 
plut of the choir. Earlier the men's choir had only accompanied the boys' choir on certain 
occasions. By uniting boys' and men's voices at the same time as alto boys were exchanged 
for counter tenors, Roland Nilsson gave The StdhoIm Boys' Choir a new tonal identity, 
a new timbre that opened the way to a new exciting repertoire. 

Each year the choir givcs a large number of concerts in Sweden, pdcipate on TV and 
at the Opera House in Stockholm. The choir also goes on tour regularly. The choir has 
visited USA and most countries in Europe several times. 

The CD that you are holding in your hand contains live recordings from Gus& Vasa 
Church, The StOcIrholm Concert Half and a tour of Italy during the anniversary in 2008. 
The choice of music has deliberately been made in order to show the width of the choir's 
repertoire and includes two remarkable premiers. We believe you will have a truly thrilling 
musical experience. 



Roland Nilsson, 
konstnirlig ledare Pdr Stockholms Gosskor

Huvudhnen var orgel, piano och kordirigering. I rask takt 
avverkade han foljmde exarnina: Hogre rnusikexamen (1964). 
Diplom i orgel (19651, HUgre kantorsexamen (1987) samt 
MusiklWrexarnen (1867). Efter MusikhBgskolan i Stmkholrn 
rtuderade Roland Nils- vid Musihtigskolan i Wicn, ham. i 
1mnet Orgel. Passionen och det b r i d e  intresset aU arbeta med 
korer harenflenal tillfillen fdrt honorn till studier vidkxtddkorer 
i London, Cambridge och Oxford. Roland blev konstn&lig ledare 
f8r Stockholms Gwskiir 1968. En au Roland Nilssons mrsta 
f M n @ v a r a t t l h m m s & n b l i e n f ~  k k n .  
Tidigare ha& en manskhr komplerterat gosskWn vid speciella 
tilIMen. Genom an furma goss- och rnansrijster sarntidigt som 
gossaltar byttes ut mot kontratenorer gav Roland Stockholms 
Gosskoren ny klangidentitet, en ny timbre som (ippna& vfgen for 
ny, sphnande repertoar. Roland Nilsson avslutade sin tjiinst som 
konstnulig ledare for Stockholms Gosskllr somrnaren 2008 och 
eftert&ldes av K a i n  Shgberg Ankamo. 

Roland Nilsson was born in 1943. After studying in Helsingbrg, he attended the Royal College of 
Music in Stockholm. His main subjects were organ, piano and choir conducting. He rapidly took the 
following degrees, Higher Music Degree (1964), DipIoma in Organ (1963, Higher C m t w  Degree 
11967) and Music Teacher Degree ( 1967). After that Roland Nilsson studied at the Music Academy 
in Vienna, mainly Organ. His passion and burning interest in working with choirs has at several 
occasions brought him to study with cathedral choirs in London, Cambridge and Oxford. Roland 
became the artistic leader forThe Stockholm Boys' Choirin 1968. One of Roland's first changes was 
to let the men's choir borne a permanent part of the choir. Before that the men's choir had only ' 
accompanied the boys'choironspecial occasions. By uniting boys'and men's voices at thesame time 
as alto boys were exchanged to counter tenors, Roland Nilsson gave The Stockholm Boys' Choir a 
new tonal identity, a new timbre that opened the way to a new exciting repertoire. Roland Nilsson 
retired as artistic leader for The Stockholm Boys' Choir in the summer of 2008 and was succeeded 
by Karin Skogberg Ankarmo.

Helle Rosenborg was born in Estonia in 1965. She moved to Sweden at an early age and started working as a 
teacher for The Stmkholrn Boys' Choir in 1987. Today she is responsible for The Skkholms Boys' Choir's 
preparatov choir and trebles. Helle is educated at the Royal college of Music in Smkholm where she took her 
degree as a music teacher for compulrory and upper secondary school, with a speciality in singing and music 
theory. Apan from working z a teacher forTbe Stockholm Boys' Choir Helle has worked as a music teacher at 
the M m h o  School and Adolf Fredrik Music Clases. Helle is also one of rhe writers of "Do Re Mi" ao 
educational songbcmk aimed at children, music teachers or parents who want to sing with their children. The 
other witer of the songbook is Karin Skogberg Ankmo,  The Skckholm Boys' Choir's artistic leader since 
July 2008.

As well as leading the preparatory choir in The Stockholm Boys' Choir 
since 2 W ,  he is a music teacher for Nach Music Classes. He is a g o d  singer who has sung in many different 
choirs and performed as n tenor soloist on several occasions. Apart from singing and teaching singers Daniel 
alfio likes writing and arranging music.

Our choristers carry new m d c  forward 

As a singer in The Stockholm Boys' Choir you don't only get to perform great well known 
works but also newly written choir music wduen by successfd Swedish composers. A 

' musical challenge where the choristers' skills are tried and new tone spectrums are 
intrduced. A good example is "Ave verum corpus" by Fredrik Sixten, which was 
dedicatd to The Stockholm Boys' Choir and Roland Nilsson. The choir premiered the 
work in 2007. For the anniversary in 2008 Hans-Ola Erlcsson and Carl Unander- 
Schadn were asked to write a work each to be premiered at the anniversary conaerts. 
The have both sung in the choir and accepted the offer to spice the choirs' repertoire 
with new exciting compositions. This is how they comment on their respective works:

The B ~ c h  quote was ther$ore 
the starting point of my work. In other pans shorter solo passages am fillowed by gremr 
tonal climmzs and imar Mection Good listening!"
