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ARINUSHKA
Vilnius, Lithuania

The Russian folk ensemble Arinushka was founded in 1988. From the very beginning the ensemble has tried to attract the attention of Lithuanian
authorities to the traditional culture of ethnic minorities of Lithuania.

Irena and Nikolay Zakharov, who head the ensemble, created the Slavic Folk Music School to educate their students in national traditions and
respect for folk songs, with the goal that the students should continue this important activity.

The members of Arinushka study music theory, notation, musical literature, history of ethnography, etc., and the playing of traditional musical
instruments. Currently it is mainly the middle and senior groups of Arinushka who represent the ensemble at festivals and concerts, while in the
Traditional Slavic Music School children can study from 3 years old.

The ensemble often performs in Lithuania and participates in many festivals and concerts abroad, e.g. Russia, Latvia, Poland, Belarus and Malta.
In 2007 Arinushka performed at the Day of Moscow main concert, and starting from 2008 the group participated in the concerts at the Moscow
Tchaikovsky Conservatoire on a regular basis.

Since 2001, Irena and Nikolay Zakharov have been organizing an International Creative Summer School ‘Tradition’ in Palanga which is attended by
over 200 participants annually. Since 2004 the directors of the ensemble have arranged the international folk festival Pokrovskiye Kolokola. In 2006
an Italian film studio invited the ensemble to be filmed in two feature films: War and Peace and Transsiberian Railway.

Arinushka are winners of various national and international competitions, and participate at many festivals (Baltica, World Village, Skamba
skamba kankliai, Tek sauluzé ant maraciy, Golden Autumn, Slavic House Christmas Festival, two International Festivals of Compatriots “Russian Song”,
Pokrovskiye Kolokola and others).

The repertoire of the ensemble includes songs and dances of old believers living in Lithuania, ritual folklore of Lithuanian/Belorussian border
areas and songs from Southern Russia. On this project, Arinushka perform songs composed by Linas Rim3sa and at the request of the Pokrovskiye
Kolokola festival. Together with other famous Lithuanian artists, Arinushka presented this project at the Moscow International House of Music in
autumn 2010.

From 1987-1993 Linas studied composition at the Music Academy of Lithuania (with Prof. Vytautas Barkauskas). In 1995-1996 he went to study at
the Royal Music Academy of Denmark (with K. A. Rasmussen). In 1997 he graduated from the Music Academy of Lithuania with an MA. Between 1991
and 1993 Linas was a programme director of jazz and contemporary music shows at Radiocentras. He has been teaching at the Music Academy of
Lithuania and the Vilnius Art Academy since 1992. Linas is the author of The Basics of Jazz Improvisation (2000). He also co-authored A History of Jazz
(2001). He writes music for orchestra, chamber, solo voice, choirs, etc. He also writes film music and produces video installations. In 2005 he was
awarded a Muzy maldnas Prize (Mill of Muses) for his musical activities. In 2008 he received the highest Order of Orange-Nassau of the Kingdom

of the Netherlands. In 2009 he won the Sidabriné Gervé Prize (Silver Crane) for ‘Best Music’ for the Lithuanian film Vabaly dresuotojas (‘The Trainer
of Beetles).
