Lars Forssell, (1928-2007) var en mycket betydelsefull person i det svenska kulturlivet, en
mangsidig forfattare med en enastdende bredd och stor popularitet. Han var verksam som
poet, dramatiker, forfattare av vistexter, barnbocker och oversittare.

Forssell studerade bland annat vid Augustana College, Illinois, dir han blev Bachelor
of Arts. 1952 avlade han fil. kand vid Uppsala universitet i etnografi, engelska och
litteraturhistoria.

Lars Forssell var en av 1950-talets mest tongivande unga lyriker. Han himtade influenser
fran bide svenska modernister som Gunnar Ekel6f och Erik Lindegren och fran engelsk-
sprakiga lyriker som T.S. Eliot och Ezra Pound. Ryttaren och Narren var bland hans forsta
diktsamlingar. Forssell menade att poesin skulle finnas pa alla nivier och lyfte fram Evert
Taube som ett viktigt namn inom diktkonsten. Han fick ta emot Evert Taube-stipendiet
1966. Han skrev en ling rad artiklar och essder i olika tidningar och litterira tidskrifter.




Lars Forssell introducerade den franska kabarétraditionen i Sverige. Ett tidigt exempel var
radiokabarén Tvé dsnor som han gjorde tillsammans med Pir Radstrom 1956.

Det var med de geniala sangtexterna han blev allmint kiind. Sina 6versittningar/
tolkningar av franska visor samlade han forst i singboken Snurra min jord och andra
visor,1958. Ett utvidgat urval av visor och mer originalmaterial kom sedan i Snurra min
jord och nya visor,1966. Den innehéller bland andra ett stort urval av tolkningar av Mikis
Theodorakis sanger. Ett annu storre urval visor finns i Jag star hir pa ett torg, Lars Forssells
sangbok,1979. Sonen Jonas Forssell sammanstillde 2004 Lars Forssells samlade visor med
noter i tvd band: Jag har dansat och Sig vad ni vill.

Lars Forssell skrev dven dramatik och bland verken mirks Kréningen, S6ndags-
promenaden och Galenpannan. 1968 sattes Christina upp pa Stockholms Stadsteater.
Pjisen blev sedan opera med musik av Hans Gefors.

Under 1970-talet var han verksam bide som poet och som schlagertextforfattare och
han skrev texten till Sommaren som aldrig siger nej som vann den svenska uttagningen
i melodifestivalen 1973, musik av makarna Dominique. 1980 skrev han en show till
Lill-Babs vilket vickte stor uppmirksamhet. — Visst kan man vara bade seriés och populir,
blanda lek och allvar. Vela inte! sade han i sitt sommarprogram 1979.

Lars Forssell valdes in i Svenska Akademien i mars 1971 pa stol nummer 4 och var
den ledamot som, nir han avled, suttit lingst pa sin stol. Hans kvickhet och intelligens
uppskattades mycket av ovriga ledamoter.

Forssell blev nagot av en nationalpoet nir han 1999 pa bestillning av Riksdagen
skrev en kantat om svenskheten och "de langa nitternas och de stora avstindens sprak”,
Hembkinslan. Med musik av Hans Gefors uruppférdes den pa Operan den 15 december
1999 och sindes i radio pa nyarsafton. Medverkande var Operans kor och Hovkapellet
under Erik Solén. Solister var Birgitta Svendén och Ola Eriksson.

Dramatenskéidespelaren Ulla Sjoblom (1927-1989) ir den som med sitt sitt att tolka

Lars tidiga visor mest satt sin prigel pa framf6randet. Jag stir hir pa ett torg (Boris Vian)
och De fattigas piano (Leo Ferré) spelades in1956. Enligt Jonas Forssell lanserades den
svenska textvarianten Handklaver och Kirlek forst av Karin Wollgast och fanns inspelad
av Towa Carsson nir Lars skrev sin variant De fattigas piano. Nir den lanserades 1956 fick
den en del kritik for sin bristande “prosodi” i inledningsfrasen. Karin Wollgast som hade
rittigheten till den svenska texten efterskinkte sd smaningom den till Lars eftersom "det
dnda var den som spelades”.

Monica Nielsens tolkningar av Jag har dansat, forst inspelad1959 och Sij vad ni vill 4r
legendariska. Sven Bertil Taube och Jan Malmsjo har bidragit med fina versioner av Snurra
min jord, (Elle tourne la terre av Léo Ferré). Olle Adolphson var forst (1958) med att spela
in denna sing som lanserades pa Hamburger Bors i Stockholm.

Lars Forssells texter dr bade lyriska och jordnira och handlar ofta om kirleksupplevelser, om
utsatthet och sarbarhet. De kan vara provokativa, politiskt uttalade, blandar ljus och mérker
och kan vara bade skimrande vackra och plagsamt svarta.

Evert Taube hade stor betydelse for tangon i Sverige under 1900-talet. Lars Forssell var
nira vin till familjen och spelade en viktig roll f6r hur synen pa Evert Taube férindrades
fran lite udda trubadur till rollen som folklig nationalskald.

Sven Bertil Taube och Lars Forssell dkte tillsammans till Argentina 1988 och upplevde
argentinsk tango. Nir de kom hem spelade de in en tango-LP. Jag har valt nigra av dessa
sanger med Lars geniala texter. Vart sista café skildrar hur smirtsamt det 4r att bli 6vergiven.
I Vilsna faglar méter vi den bedragne mannen och den brustna kirleken. I Pa nytt skildras
den forlorade kirleken. Belgrano ir nostalgisk och uppmanar oss att “spela det svunnas
piano”.

Magnus Marcks kom efter studier vid Musikhogskolan i
Stockholm och Musikakademin i Prag till Norrkopings
Symfoniorkester ddr han fick tjanst som alternerande
stimledare. Magnus limnade sin tjdnst efter ett antal &r
for att verka som frilansande musiker. Magnus ér dven en
meriterad jazzbasist.

Andreas Nyberg, violin

Andreas ir uppvuxen pi Aland dér han frin tidig dlder
tog del av savil klassisk violinundervisning som den lokala
spelmanstraditionen.

Lars Forssell, (1928 -2007) was a very important person in Swedish cultural life, a
versatile writer with an outstanding breadth and great popularity. He was active as a poet,
playwright, author of visual texts, children’s books and translator.

Forssell studied, among other things, at Augustana College, Illinois, where he became
a Bachelor of Arts. In 1952, he obtained a bachelor’s degree at Uppsala University in
ethnography, English and literary history.

Lars Forssell was one of the most influential young lyricists of the 1950s. He drew
influences from both Swedish modernists such as Gunnar Ekel6f and Erik Lindegren and
from English-language poets such as T.S. Eliot and Ezra Pound. The Rider and the Fool
were among his first collections of poems. Forssell believed that poetry should exist at all
levels and highlighted Evert Taube as an important name in the art of poetry. He received
the Evert Taube scholarship in 1966. He wrote a long series articles and essays in various
newspapers and literary magazines.
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Lars Forssell introduced the French cabaret tradition in Sweden. An early example was
the radio cabaret Two Donkeys that 1led id together with Par Ridstrom in 1956.

It was with the genius song lyrics that he became widely known. He first collected his
translations/interpretations of French songs in the songbook Spin my earth and other
songs, 1958. An extended selection of songs and more original material then appeared in
Snurra min jord och nya visor, 1966. It contains, among other things, a large selection of
interpretations of Mikis Theodorakis’ songs. An even larger selection of songs can be found
in Jag staar hir pa ett torg, Lars Forssell’s songbook, 1979. In 2004, the son Jonas Forssell
compiled Lars Forssell’s collected songs with sheet music in two volumes: Jag har dansat
and Sig vad ni vill.

Lars Forssell also wrote plays and works include The Coronation, Sondagspromenaden
and Galenpannan. In 1968, Christina was staged at Stockholm’s Stadsteater. The play then
became an opera with music by Hans Gefors.

During the 1970s, he was active both as a poet and as a hit lyricist, and he wrote the
text for Summer that never says no, which won the Swedish selection in the melody festival
in 1973, music by the couple Dominique. In 1980 he wrote a show for Lill-Babs which
attracted a lot of attention. — Of course you can be both serious and popular, mix play and
seriousness. Don’t care! He said in his summer program in 1979.

Lars Forssell was elected to the Swedish Academy in March 1971 on chair number
4 and was the member who, when he died, had sat the longest in his chair. His wit and
intelligence were much appreciated by the other members.

Forssell became something of a national poet when in 1999, commissioned by the
Riksdagen, he wrote a cantata about Swedishness and "the language of long nights and great
distances”, Homesickness. With music by Hans Gefors, it was first performed at the Royal
opera on 15 December 1999 and broadcast on the radio on New Year’s Eve. The Royal
orchestra and choir under Erik Solén. Soloists were Birgitta Svendén and Ola Eriksson.
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Interpreter of Lars Forssell’s songs

The drama actor Ulla Sjoblom (1927-1989) is the one who, with his way of interpreting
Lars’s early songs, left his mark on the performance the most. I stand here in a square
(Boris Vian) and The piano of the poor (Leo Ferré) were recorded in 1956. According

to Jonas Forssell, the Swedish text version Handklaver och Kirlek was first launched by
Karin Wollgast and was recorded by Towa Carsson when Lars wrote his version De fattigas
piano. When it was launched in 1956, it received some criticism for its lack of ”prosody”
in the opening phrase. Karin Wollgast, who had the rights to the Swedish text, eventually
relinquished it to Lars because “it was still the one that was played”.

Monica Nielsen’s interpretations of Jag har dansat, first recorded in 1959, and Say what you
want are legendary. Sven Bertil Taube and Jan Malmsjé have contributed fine versions of
Snurra min jord, (Elle tourne la terre by Léo Ferré). Olle Adolphson was the first (1958) to
record this song which was launched at Hamburger Bérs in Stockholm.

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Lars Forssell's lyrics

Lars Forssell's lyrics are both lyrical and down-to-earth and often deal with love experiences,
exposure and vulnerability. They can be provocative, politically pronounced, mix light and
dark and can be both shimmeringly beautiful and agonizingly black.

Evert Taube had great significance for tango in Sweden during the 20th century. Lars
Forssell was a close friend of the family and played an important role in how the view of
Evert Taube changed from a slightly odd troubadour to the role of popular national poet.

Sven Bertil Taube and Lars Forssell went to Argentina together in 1988 and experienced
Argentine tango. When they got home, they recorded a tango LP. I have chosen some
of these songs with Lars's ingenious lyrics. Our last cafe depicts how painful it is to be
abandoned. In Lost Birds we meet the deceived man and the broken love. In Again, the lost
love is portrayed. Belgrano is nostalgic and invites us to “play the piano of the past”.

Participating

Torsten Mossberg, tenor
Torsten is a doctor, specialist in anesthesiology and intensive care.
He has studied singing with, among others, Esther Ruhrseitz, Eva
Pilat and Bjorn Thulin. He has extensive experience as a choir singer,
tenor in Oscar's chamber choir in Stockholm and often employed as
a soloist. Torsten has a wide repertoire — from ballads to romances
and cabaret songs and regularly gives concerts with different themes.
He has recorded several CDs for Sterling, above all with rarely
recorded songs by Swedish composers, e.g. by Allan Pettersson and

| Lille Bror S6derlundh but also songs by Kurt Weill, Swedish shilling
prints and songs by Carl Michael Bellman, Evert Taube and Nils Ferlin. The most recent

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Stina Hellberg Agback, harp and arrangements

Stina is educated at the Royal Academy of Music in Stockholm,
Berklee College of Music in Boston and Trinity College of Music and
has a master's degree in jazz playing on the harp. She has performed
with artists such as Rebecca Tornqvist, Frida Hyvonen, Tomas Ledin
and with orchestras such as the Swedish Radio Symphony Orchestra
and the Nordic Chamber Orchestra. Stina moves freely between
genres and plays both classical music and jazz and likes to improvise.
Stina, who performs both as a soloist with her own programs and in

a group, has extensive experience in recordings and together with the
trio Trilobit has released several CDs and together with Jonas Isaksson, guitar, another CD.
Stina accompanies Torsten Mossberg in several productions, most recently En spelmans

jordafird, settings of Dan Andersson's poems, Sterling CDA 1873, 2023.

Jerry Adbo, accordion and arrangements

is a choir conductor, accordion player and accordionist from Lycksele,
He has studied accordion/accordion with Egil Hauge, Kjell-Ove
Bergstrom and Anita Agnas. In addition to accordion/accordion,
Jerry has studied classical piano with Veronica Falk Reinstein. He has
a bachelor's degree in choral conducting from the Royal Academy

of Music in Stockholm and has there also studied composition,
arrangement and orchestration. Today, Jerry is an active conductor/
choir leader for several choirs in Stockholm and has led various choirs

for 17 years. Jerry teaches and has accordion students of various levels
and ages.

Jerry is a frequently hired musician and accompanist in many different contexts:
performing in churches with various concert programs, entertaining at conferences, parties,
playing at music recitals and at private gatherings. He has collaborated with, among others,
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Higersten's chamber choir, Orjan's choir and Stan's choir and many solo musicians and
singers and also has assignments as composer and arranger. Jerry participates together with

Jonas Isaksson, guitar and arrangements

Jonas is a guitarist, trained at the Royal Academy of Music in
Stockholm.

Jonas has a broad musical repertoire but specializes in improvisational
music and strives for a personal expression in the borderland between
jazz, art music and folk music. He works as a freelance musician

and is part of several big bands and smaller groups. Jonas appears on
several CDs with self-composed music for electric guitar and harp
together with harpist Stina Hellberg Agback.

Ann-Marie Henning, piano

After graduating in 1971, Henning studied at the Royal Academy of
Music in Stockholm 197378 and at the Berklee College of Music in
Boston 1980-82. She was a pianist and flutist in the rock group NQB
1973-74, in the jazz rock group Vigspel 1975-78 and collaborated
with Merit Hemmingson 1977-78. She has been active as a music

educator, conductor, composer, arranger and freelance jazz pianist
since 1982.
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Magnus Marcks, double bass

Magnus Marcks came after studies at the Royal Academy
of Music in Stockholm and the Academy of Music in
Prag, to Norrkdping Symphony orchestra, where he was
alternating group leader. Marcks left the orchestra to work
as a freelancer after some years. He is also a distinguished
jazz bass player.

Andreas Nyberg, violin

Andreas grew up on Aland, where from an early age he took
part in classical violin lessons as well as the local fiddling
tradition. After studying classical violin playing in, among
other places, Orebro and Gothenburg, he has been working
as a freelance violinist with assignments in Sweden and
abroad for a number of years. He has participated in tours

with the Gothenburg Symphony Orchestra and the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra in
Germany, Austria and Finland, and worked as a substitute for a longer period of time in

these orchestras. Andreas has participated as a soloist at the gypsy jazz festival Gypsysphera
in Moscow and performed as a soloist at the Aland Chamber of Commerce Anders
Wiklot's birthday concert where Bill Clinton was one of the guests. Andreas was also a
soloist when Aland celebrated 100 years of self-government in 2022. He has appeared on
several of Torsten Mossberg's CDs, most recently on En spelmans jordafird, settings of Dan
Andersson's poems, Sterling CDA 1873, 2023.
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Isak Josefsson, double bass
Isak started playing double bass at the age of 8 in Norrkdping for Daniel
Thomas, Norrképing Symphony Orchestra. Double bass playing was
mixed with choral singing in music class and then the music high school
De Geer where he studied at the advanced level. After graduation, the
double bass took him to Jonkoping for a year of folk high school where
he studied with Anders Gerhardsson, Jénkoping's symphonyetta.

Since 2018, Isak has lived in Stockholm and studied at Kungl. Mats
Nilsson Royal Academy of Music The Philharmonic Orchestra and
Michael Karlsson, Court Chapel. Now studies are varied with freelance

contracts around Swedish orchestras, own chamber music projects and teaching in piano
and music theory. In the fall of 2024 and spring of 2025, he will play at the Folkoperan,
Blasarsymfonikerna and with the Norrképing Symphony Orchestra.

Kajsa Zabzine, flute
Kajsa grew up in Vedum and started playing the flute at the
age of eight. Her musical interest gradually grew, and she
completed her high school studies at the Music Conservatory
in Falun under the direction of solo flutist Karin Lekteus.
After three years of study, she was accepted as the only
flautist in her cohort at Kungliga The Academy of Music in
Stockholm, where she studied with professor Tobias Carron and took her bachelor's degree in
2020. Now Kajsa is studying at master's level with a focus on orchestra, at the same time as
she freelances as a soloist and orchestral musician.
She has received scholarships from, among others, the Royal Academy of Music, Carin
Malmléf-Forssling's scholarship fund and J. August Bergman's donation fund. Kajsa also
has participated in Aurora Chamber Music and was a finalist in the Yamaha Music Europe
Foundation.
